Walmart has recently announced $2 billion commitment to help end hunger
in America. Through the “Fighting Hunger Together” initiative, Walmart and the Walmart
Foundation will give $250 million in grants to hunger relief organizations and donate more than
1.1 billion pounds of food from Walmart stores, distribution centers and Sam’s Club locations,
valued at $1.75 billion.
